From here, it feels very much like the sector 
is waiting with bated breath while eyes look 
ahead to big things on the horizon in the wider 
property market.

What goes up…

All holidays have to end eventually. The 
temporary increases to Stamp Duty Land Tax 
(SDLT or Stamp Duty) rate thresholds that came 
in during September 2022 are being brought 
back down again on 1st April. As lots of us in 
the sector know already, that means a good 
deal more open-market buyers are suddenly 
going to find themselves within the brackets 
to either pay Stamp Duty when they move, or 
to pay more of it. No points then for guessing 
what a lot of those people will want to do: race 
to complete before the deadline.

Here in the nice cosy Shared Ownership sector 
bubble, most of the immediate fallout should 
whizz safely over our heads. But we’re almost 
sure to feel at least some knock-on effects. 
Especially because government initiatives and 
sudden changes to policy tend to add pressure 
to the property supply chain. SDLT relief during 
the Pandemic springs to mind as one example 
of that playing out in recent years. And that 
pressure spreads to every corner of the property 
industry. Conveyancers will probably be the first 
to feel it. If they aren’t feeling it already.

(Im)perfect timing

Never rains, hey! The traditionally busier spring 
season is also just around the corner AND 
strikes at Land Registry could be on the cards. 
We’re well aware that Year End is coming up, 
too. So we’re being mindful. We’re making sure 
to keep well-informed and to prep for whatever 
ripples might head our way. 

Gap in the clouds

Meanwhile, the political upheaval going on 
across the Pond could also send waves in the 
SO sector’s direction. And what they might look 
like is anyone’s guess.

But anyway, that’s probably enough said about 
all that. Let’s add some balance to the equation, 
because there are rays of sunshine around too 
at the moment. We’ve just dodged a recession; 
that’s a big one. Very recently, the BoE base rate 
has taken another step on its slow, but steady 
descent. Plus we’re hoping that the Chancellor 
has made the moves that in the long run, 
are going to put the economy back in good 
working order. Righty. Let’s talk about Shared 
Ownership shall we?

Wow, who’s that affordable housing scheme?

Shared Ownership is getting more popular. 
Faster than ever before. If TMP is a litmus for the 
sector, we’ve just – yet again – smashed our own 
records. During January we processed more 
applications than we have in any month, ever 
before. By no small margin, either.

And while the love for SO growing, the scheme 
is maturing. 45 years have gone by (grow up 
fast, don’t they!) since it launched. So at the 
same time as more people are choosing to 
benefit from SO for the first time, the size of the 
resale market is also getting bigger and bigger 
and BIGGER each year. Exponentially. Which 
presents challenges and opportunities. We’re 
looking into both.

As for average shares, they may have gone 
down during January, but that’s probably 
more to do with the new way of completing 
the assessment. What we can say for sure is 
that they’re edging back up, which is really 
encouraging.
 
Getting there

It seems fair to say that our sector is still 
working its way through the period of change 
that’s been with us for a while now. It’s six 
months since the new Capital Funding Guide 
updates came out, and in that time lots of 
issues have been sorted out. But change is 
never easy, especially when it’s this huge. 
Everything’s been a lot for everyone on all 
sides to get used to. Challenges remain. But 
we’ve made progress. And by listening to and 
supporting each other, we’ll keep making it. 
We want to point out, too, that we think this is 
also a time when there’s lots to be excited about 
in our sector.

are just one part of the equation.

NEWS IN BRIEF

First investment 
made to build £1bn 
SO portfolio

An investment company owned by a Housing Association 
and a major asset manager have invested £53m to 
forward fund 122 Shared Ownership homes. It’s the first 
transaction made since Thriving Investments, which 
is owned by Places for People, and Gresham House 
announced the launch of an expanded Shared Ownership 
fund in November 2024 with the goal of creating a £1bn 
portfolio in five years. The firms combined resources to 
manage an existing fund, Gresham House Residential 
Secure Income LP (ReSI LP). The homes will be built as 
part of the regeneration of the Clapham Park Estate in 
south London.

Oiling the cogs 

As specialists, we never aim for less than 
100% accuracy. And in our experience, the 
key to accuracy is efficiency. So this past 
month has been all about fussing over the 
little details, tightening up every process we 
can and generally doing whatever it takes 
to make our operations run as smoothly as 
humanly possible. 

The new Shared Ownership Code is being piloted with 
eight providers from December 2024 to March 2025. The 
code aims to improve the Shared Ownership experience 
by ensuring transparency, fairness, and support. 

Developed by the Shared Ownership Council and backed 
by 27 housing providers and financial institutions, the 
measures include fee transparency, a 14-day cooling-off 
period, and a 24-month defects liability period. A final 
version expected by summer 2025.

Pilot of new Shared 
Ownership Code 
underway

SNAPSHOT: WIDER MARKET
“The next few months are likely to prove busy for the sales 
market, with stock coming to the market and consumers 
showing they are keen to stay ahead of Stamp Duty 
threshold changes due in England and Northern Ireland 
in April 2025. 

“Across the last twelve months, we have witnessed 
the economy stabilise and a much greater degree 
of confidence and affordably return. There are still 
challenges ahead and much will depend on inflation 
remaining within targeted boundaries and the Bank of 
England having the confidence to potentially lower the 
base rate further when conditions permit.”

As of November 2024, the average house price in the UK 
is £289,707, and the index stands at 151.9. Property prices 
have fallen by 0.4% compared to the previous month, 
and risen by 3.3% compared to the previous year.
